Lecture topics in semester two: Nordic societies in the first half of the 19th century (e.g. new constitutions,
Finland under Russian rule); Nordic foreign policy problems in the 19th century. (Crimean War - question of
Aland Islands, conflict over Schleswig and Holstein); Nineteenth-century Scandinavianism; Scandinavian
societies in the second half of the nineteenth century (industrialisation, rise and development of political
parties, emigration); Dissolution of the Swedish-Norwegian union; The Nordic states vis-a-vis the First World
War; Finnish independence; Nordic states in the interwar period (beginning of the development of the
welfare state); Nordic states during the Second World War; Independence of Iceland; Nordic states vis-a-vis
the Cold War; Internal development after the Second World War (consolidation and crisis of the Nordic
welfare state system); Nordic states vis-a-vis European integration; Nordic states vis-a-vis the changes in
Eastern Europe in the late 1980s and early 1990s; Nordic states in the 1990s.
