Noun: Definitions
and classifications. Declension in the singular and plural. The use of the genitive. Forms of nouns. Pronoun -
definitions and division. Adjective - definitions, gradation, recursion. Definitions and the problem of the
existence of the part of speech numeral. The numeral - division and formation. Adverb - definitions and
classification. Modalizer - definitions and classification. Particle - definitions, division and use/function in a
sentence. Preposition - definitions, divisions. Cohesion - definitions and divisions.
