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Subject objectives

The aim of the course is to consolidate and expand the knowledge acquired in the field of Norwegian lexis
and grammar in previous semesters. New topics are presented in the appropriate order and in increasing
difficulty. As part of the course, the student masters grammatical and lexical issues in Norwegian at the B1/
B1+ level. These issues include: presentation of the characteristic features of formal and informal style,
vocabulary expanded to include advanced vocabulary related to everyday life and professional situations,
thematically organized lexical blocks.

Subject contents

The course program assumes work with Norwegian vocabulary at the B1/B1+ level, i.e.: advanced
vocabulary used in journalistic and scientific texts; advanced vocabulary related to everyday life and
professional situations; thematically organized lexical blocks (e.g. environmental protection, media and
social media, healthy lifestyle). In addition, during the 4th semester, Norwegian grammar is reinforced, for

example: quantifying adjectives.

To participate in classes during the 4th semester, a student must receive a positive grade in Norwegian after
the 3rd semester, unless the course instructor decides otherwise.
