Subject contents

1. Integrated Kashubian language course (30 h) - aimed at comprehensive development of receptive
(listening and reading) and productive (speaking and writing) skills, including grammatical issues appropriate
to the level and developing lexical resources. Thematic areas: tourism, travel by various means of transport,
Kashubian nature, ecology, art, work (extension), new technologies, society, some Kashubian holidays and

traditions (extension).

2. Writing (30 h): writing down texts by ear; transcribing Kashubian texts written in other alphabets in
accordance with modern spelling standards; texts' proofreading; practicing the ability to prepare written
forms (story, description, argumentative text).

3. Lexicon and conversations (30 h): enriching vocabulary (in the thematic areas presented in point 1) and
using it during conversations; participation in talks moderated by the lecturer (adapted to the students'

linguistic competence).
