Subject objectives

The aim of the course is to provide students with useful tools for telling stories clearly in popular science
texts. The goal is achieved by (1) teaching good practices in creating a popular science text on historical
topics - the basic principles that should guide the author of such a text, including the principles of scientific
honesty and journalistic ethos (2) teaching the principles and techniques of shaping the narrative in a
popular science text based on the so-called workshop classic style that facilitates the formulation of a clear

message in popular science texts.

Subject contents

1. Differences between popular science texts.
2. Popular places on the Internet (and offline) where historical popular science texts are published - Internet
portals, magazines and articles in daily and weekly newspapers.
3. Ethics of publishing the author of a popular science text - in what situations (and in what not) we deal with
plagiarism; Using Internet sources - how to use them without stepping on landmines.

5. How not to alienate the editor - frequent spelling errors that cannot be corrected by a text editor - overuse

of capital letters in historical texts.

6. Avoiding showiness in popular science historical narrative - what words to avoid and how not to show off.
7. Selecting a popular science text on historical topics - whether each topic deserves discussion and how to

find your niche.

8. Rules of the classical style in popular science texts:
a. The ability to eliminate excess text;

b. Bad habits - avoiding excessive security, professional narcissism and metaconcepts;

c. What is the "curse of knowledge" and how to avoid it: jargon translation, chunking and functional fixation;
d. Methods of maintaining consistency in the classic style:
-- A sentence as a tree in which we expand the branches;
-- Choosing the "actor" of the text -- identifying the subject of action and maintaining consistency in the

paragraph;

-- Rules of priority -- first simple, then complicated, first well-known, then new.
e. Methods of creative presentation of history - examples of good ideas and practices for telling the past.
f. Writing in pictures - examples of creative writing using e.g. surprising comparisons
